Please follow the instructions below to determine your exact body measurements. Before measurements are taken you should stand upright and look straight in front, place your hands by your side and both feet together. Tell your helper the tape measure must not be held too tight or too loose when taking measurements. Ask the helper to note down your measurements below either in inches or cms. 	Collar 
Measure around the base of your neck where your collar would normally sit, being careful not to pull the tape too tight.

Measure around your chest at its broadest and fullest part, avoiding placing the tape too high under your arms.
	
	
	

	Waist
Measure around your natural waistline, at the point your waistband or belt usually sits.
	
	
	

	Inside leg
Measure from the top of your inside leg at the crotch to where your trousers normally end.
	
	
	

	Outside leg

Measure from waist to the floor or if wearing shoes 1in/3cm above the floor
